Key Requirements for Project Synergy Learning Objects


Manageably sized--Can it be used to create an activity-sized or larger learning experience with 10-20 

hours of work by the Object Team?




Reusable--Can it be used to create other learning activities, either within a given content or domain area or in other content or domain areas?


Web-accessible--Is the object freely accessible via the web (i.e., not password-protected)? Are there any potential intellectual property conflicts? Are plug-ins required to use the learning object?


Broad impact--Is it suitable for creating several enhanced learning objects or supporting multiple enhancements of a single learning object? Is it likely to be used to create other learning objects?


Durable--Is it likely to retain its usefulness over a long period of time? Is it likely to remain accessible over a long period of time?


Interoperable--Can it be used on a variety of platforms or course management systems?


Qualitative Criteria (Evaluate object based on your teaching experience)


Quality of Content--Does it present valid (correct) concepts, models, and/or skills? Can it be used to present educationally significant concepts, models, and skills for the discipline? 


Potential Effectiveness as Teaching/Learning Tool--Does it fit in the learning process? What are the learning objectives? Is it appropriate for Project Synergy’s audience?


Ease of Use--Does the learning object seem easy to use? Is it easily navigable for the first-time user?
